Mark 10.46-52

1. On the way to Jerusalem, Jesus and his disciples come to Jericho, where Bartimaeus, a blind beggar, shouts at them.  What does Bartimaeus want from Jesus?

2. What does Jesus mean by the question he asks Bartimaeus in return (vv 49-52)?

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]How do Bartimaeus’ actions stand in contrast to the disciples’ in this and the previous chapter (see Mark 9.30-36, 38-41; 10.13-16, 35-45)?

4. Are you presently experiencing a trying time?  If so, could God be allowing you to be in this situation to help you recover or strengthen your spiritual vision?

5. How do you see the qualities in Bartimaeus helping you in the recovery or strengthening of your spiritual vision?

6. What response will you give to Jesus’ question: “What do you want me to do for you?”

7. That Bartimaeus saw and followed Jesus along the road (v 56) meant that he had embraced the path of faithfulness and suffering as Jesus’ true disciple.  What might Jesus be calling you to along this road as his disciple in your life situation today?
