The Joys and Challenges of Missions – (18th Sep 2011) 
– Questions for the Small Groups to consider : 

1. For those who had gone on missions trips, share your experience of Missions (what did you do ? What did you learn ? How were you blessed ?). Alternatively share a story that you have heard regarding missions.  

2. For those who had not gone on missions trips, where would you want to go ? What do you think you hope to do ? 

3. How do you think we can prevent the phenomenon of “rice Christians” when we preach the Gospel as well as feed the hungry ? 

4. In Missions, there is 

a. The Joy of Preaching the Gospel, introducing the love of Jesus Christ
b. The Joy of seeing People coming to Christ !
c. The Joy of being a Peacemaker for God – bringing reconciliation
Have you experienced any of the above joy(s) before ? Share about it. 

Are there other Joys that we might find in Missions ? 

5. As the church involves itself in missions, we will come face-to-face with a sinful hurting world. Have you encountered sin or evil in the missions field ? 
Share about it. 
As a pastoral care group, take some time to pray against the sin and evil that you have discussed. Pray for God’s blessings instead.  

6. Challenge for the Pastoral Care Group (PCG) – consider being involved in Missions as a PCG. Perhaps plan to go for a missions trip together as a group. Perhaps decide to pray for a particular missions need on a regular basis. Perhaps collect money and give to a certain missions cause.
