“Mark 1:42 – 45” (Salvation)  


(4th Sep 2011) 

– Questions for the Small Groups to consider : 

1. Our Christian understanding of Salvation is that our Lord Jesus Christ wants to save us in our Spirit (Justification), Soul (Sanctification) and Body (Glorification). 
Justification – Romans 3:24-28, 4:25, 5:15-19, 8:30-33, 10:10, 1 Corinthians 6:11, Galatians 2:16-17, Titus 3:7.
Sanctification – John 17:19, Acts 20:32, Acts 26:18, Romans 15:16, 1 Corinthians 1:2, 1 Thessalonians 4:3, Hebrews 10:29.
Glorification – Matthew 22:31, Luke 14:14, 20:36, John 11:25, 12:16, Acts 4:2, 17:32, Romans 6:5, 8:30, 1 Cor 15, Hebrews 6:2, Revelations 30:5.
a) You might want to explore some of the scriptural texts (given above) to understand each of the theological terms of salvation better. 

b) Share with your Pastoral Care Group members your experience of Justification (that moment when you know you have been saved by Christ).

c) Share with your PCG members how God has been sanctifying you (whether in your mind, emotions or will). 

[Mind : What are your ungodly thoughts and ideas that you (used to) have? What are the godly thoughts and ideas that the Holy Spirit has given you ? 

Emotions : What are the ungodly emotions that you (used to) struggle with ? What are some godly emotions which you now have ? 

Will : What are the worldly / selfish desires which you (used to) have ? What are some of the godly goals that you now pursue ?]

2. Without God’s Word, we can be influenced by all the ideas and worldviews floating around the world . If we read the Bible regularly, we are allowing God’s Word to shape our thinking and belief system. 
Perhaps a few of you can share a worldly idea or mindset that is prevalent in Singapore, or globally that has in fact influenced even Christians to think that way 
(for example : a unbiblical thinking that is constantly perpetuated by Channel 8 drama series – “the purpose of life is for one to be happy” “做人最重要开心就好”. Many Christians wrongly agree with this Channel 8 philosophy  with regards to their purpose of life. Hence they pursue happiness more than they desire holiness.)
Can some of you share some godly principles / mindsets that we can learn from the Bible ? 
3. What is the purpose of Education ? Is it to “prepare people for life” or “prepare people for a job” ? 

For those of you with children – how have you been preparing your children for life and not just to excel academically (so that he/she can climb the academic ladder towards the goal of a great career) ? 

For yourself, what have you been actively learning (perhaps skills in relationship building, caring for one’s health, strengthening one’s character, morality and ethics, how to build up one’s mind with wisdom, how to build one’s emotions, perseverance and will ?, etc) that is blessing you for life beyond the advancement of your career ?
