What the devil is the Devil doing ? Mark 5:1-20 – (2nd Oct 2011) 
– Questions for the Small Groups to consider : 

The scheme of satan is to cause us to displace the Lordship of Christ in our lives – in every area. Our defence against demonic influences is to acknowledge Christ completely. Before you start the discussion, you might want to pray (aloud) as a group together your confession of faith and trust in Christ :

“Dear Lord Jesus, I confess that You are the Lord of my Spirit.”

“Dear Lord Jesus, I confess that You are the Lord of my Mind.”

“Dear Lord Jesus, I confess that You are the Lord of my Emotions.”

“Dear Lord Jesus, I confess that You are the Lord of my Will.”

“Dear Lord Jesus, I confess that You are the Lord of my Body. Amen. ”

1. Have you encountered the power of the devil against your life (or the life of someone you know) ? If you (or that someone you know) have already experienced victory over satanic opposition, do share how God had helped you. If not, pray as a group for victory. 

2. These are the ways in which satan can gain a foothold in our lives : 
a. Adverse Childhood Experiences 

b. Broken homes 

c. Sudden Fear 

d. Traumas 

e. Occult practices 

f. Persistent sinning – Paul warns believers not to “give the devil a foothold” (Ephesians 4:27). 

g. Religious Error and False Teaching 

h. Curses and ungodly vows 

Think about your own life : have you ever had any of these exposure/experiences ? Set aside some time of quiet prayer for all to reflect, repent, and rejoice in God setting you free from satan’s hold.  If you are comfortable, share with the whole group your experiences, and then pray as a group for God’s blessings and victory over your lives.
