Are you willing to be baptized with the Baptism(s) of Jesus ? – 
Mark 10:35-45 (16th Oct 2011) – Questions for the Small Groups to consider : 
Baptism in Water – 

 Seal our Faith as a witness for ourselves 
and our family
Baptism in the Holy Spirit – Share the Faith effectively/powerfully to 
others
Baptism in Fire – 

 Strengthen the Faith for All (starting from 
self), across time and space.
1. Have you been gone through the sacrament of water baptism ? 

If so, share about your experience concerning your baptism (Why did you want to be baptized ? Were there obstacles to overcome ? How did you feel in your baptism experience ?  

If not, what are your considerations for not being baptized yet ? Are there obstacles ? (The Group should pray for those with obstacles – for the Lord to overcome these obstacles).  

2. “Salvation is not just about escaping hell and getting into heaven. Salvation is about becoming a new creation in Christ – saved from our sins and sinful nature, and saved to be Christ-like and to live a holy life”.
Romans 6:4 “We were therefore buried with Him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.”

What do you think of Pastor Aaron’s statement above about salvation ? Discuss. 

3. The topic of “Baptism in the Holy Spirit” has been a controversial subject for many years in the worldwide church. While every Bible-believing Christian would agree it is scriptural, they differ in the way they understand how a person is “baptized in the Spirit”. 
If you have a certain conviction / experience with the baptism in the Holy Spirit, share with your group what is your Scriptural understanding of this baptism, and why it is good to be baptized in the Spirit. 
Especially if you have experienced breakthroughs in your life and in your spiritual growth, as a result of being baptized in the Holy Spirit, do share with your group to edify each other in the faith. 
[Remember, this issue is not fully agreed upon by theologians and pastors in the worldwide church (nor even within the Methodist Church in Singapore), hence there is no need to force a consensus understanding within your group. Do not be divided by theological understandings. Continue to study the Scriptures and ask the Holy Spirit to guide you and convict you regarding this biblical truth.]
4. Have you experienced a trial in which you believe God allowed for your transformation and/or blessing others through your painful experience ? Share with your group your Baptism of Fire. 
How were you transformed to be more like Christ ? And/or how were you a blessing to others ? 
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
